What are other benefits to the Building on Faith Campaign?
A well-balanced and effective Campaign can unite our clergy and laity to work together as one Church. Building on
Faith is an extraordinary opportunity to reach out to all. Parish volunteers will be speaking with fellow parishioners
about St. Denis' needs. Parishioners will develop a better understanding of what St. Denis currently does and its
obligations to the parish community. This often leads to greater involvement and support. Ultimately, the experience
it can give our parish may be far greater than merely the dollars raised.

Why emphasize pledges?

The Building on Faith Campaign emphasizes pledging because it allows individuals and families the opportunity to
consider larger commitments than they could usually consider in making a one-time gift. Experience in past
Campaigns shows that families who pledged were able to consider gifts 4-5 times larger than those who made one-
time gifts. This is important in a campaign on the magnitude of the Building on Faith Campaign.
